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COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course is designed to give an overview and provide an understanding of abnormal behavior in the context of the diagnostic categories as described in the most recent edition of the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorder (Fourth Edition, Text Revised (DSM-IV TR)) and the multiaxial diagnostic system. Particular emphasis will be placed on the processes of assessment, diagnosis, and treatment of mental and emotional disorders and factors influencing these.
CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK

The conceptual framework of the College of Education at UWG forms the basis on which programs, courses, experiences, and outcomes are created. With the goal of Developing Exemplary Practitioners, our programs incorporate ten descriptors, clustered into three interrelated and overlapping themes, that demonstrate our commitment to (a) Professional Excellence [knowledgeable, reflective, inquisitive]; (b) Field-Based Inquiry [decisive, adaptive, proactive, leading]; and (c) the Betterment of Society [collaborative, culturally sensitive, empathetic]. ASSIGNMENTS, EVALUATION PROCEDURES, AND GRADING

Assignments

Participation  
The course consists of formal lectures, course discussions, readings, and brief practice in making diagnoses. Classes may include large/small group exercises, the use of film, and  frequent use of informal writing exercises. Because the class will be taught using a highly interactive approach, students are expected to be well prepared for each meeting, both in-class and online, to have completed home assignments and assigned reading, and to ask questions on material they do not understand. Requirements include active participation within any group assignments, for all students. Since graduate students are respected as independent learners, lectures predominantly expand on topics presented in the text and provide other relevant information. 

It is mandatory that readings are completed on schedule for participation. Because this is a comprehensive course, it may be difficult to cover all material contained in the DSM, however students are expected to complete the assigned reading. Students are required to participate in all online discussions with an initial post, as well as with responsive posts as directed by the professor. See below: Diagnostic & Case Study Discussions. Students are responsible for assigned material not covered in class as this material may appear on one of the examinations.

DSM-IV Tabbing & Brief (in-class) Reflection
Tab each of the diagnostic categories in your text for ease in locating criteria. Review the sample shown in class. While you are tabbing, read each diagnostic general category description.  Prepare an oral description of one diagnosis that you find as the most curious or particularly interesting to you. Briefly discuss the reasons for your interest/curiosity. Post your response, as a brief reflection, in the CourseDen Assignment Dropbox dedicated to this assignment before class begins on the day the assignment is due. Be prepared to share orally with the class. The reflection should be APA format, a maximum of 2 text pages, & double spaced. Please be sure to share your tabbing with the instructor in class so that you will receive the full points.

Research Project & Paper
Please remember plagiarism is a serious offense. Remember to acknowledge authors for their work and include page numbers for direct quotations. All papers are to be written in APA format, 6th edition format, including a Title Page, Abstract, Appropriate Headers within the body of your paper, Reference Page and any necessary extraneous materials in Appendix form, to support your research (Appendices are not required).  

Research and report a contemporary epidemiological (e.g. health-event patterns within a society: ADHD, Autism Spectrum Disorders, Self Injury, Anxiety/Depression, etc.) topic with both Diagnostic & Treatment implications in the realm of Mental Health. The topic must be chosen collaboratively within your group and be preapproved by the professor. See the Class Outline for dates. The point of this project is to hone in on some specifics found in the literature. Please include the following (please do not be limited by): 
What is the scientific community saying about treatment and prognosis? 
Is there an empirically validated approach to treatment? Is there a treatment manual? 
Any controversies, important historical information regarding treatment?
New (controversial?) treatments?
Specific ethical issues that relate to this category of diagnosis?

Your project should be grounded, or lead, with reference to a Case Study (from a casebook, article, documentary, etc.). References should include books, websites, journal articles, interviews, observations, etc.

4.
Presentation of Research Paper

Present the highlights of your paper to the class. According to the group construction of your project/paper, each presentation should consist of no more than 5 student presenters. Prepare your presentation for a maximum of 20 minutes however time for each presentation will be accorded appropriately depending on the size of the class. A more accurate presentation time allotment will be announced later.

Briefly present any controversial epidemiological research concerning diagnosis, characteristics, prevalence, and target population. Spend the majority of your time discussing the major treatment/intervention plan you research for your paper. Prepare a brief handout for your classmates focusing on the main intervention or treatment program and engage your audience in an appropriate manner. PowerPoint presentations are encouraged; incorporated various media is also encouraged. Interactive formats may include leading discussion on topics you have prepared; developing a game format (e.g, Jeopardy); providing some kind of structured task; discussing a case; leading a role play, etc. Your presentation will be given face-to-face on the assigned date. The presentation should also be submitted online in CourseDen in the appropriate Dropbox.

Includes in-class & online participative elements, such as Case Study Review & Discussions (online); DSM-IV Video Review & Discussion (in class & online) & Alternative Topics (Treatment & Contemporary Issues: Developing New Diagnoses) Discussions. The class will participate in 10 Discussions: 2 of these will be Face-to-Face in class; 8 of these will require participation via CourseDen. All online discussions will require an initial post per student in CourseDen and responses to peers' discussion posts.

See Appendix A in Syllabus for Diagnostic Formulation components and additional questions per film. Questions are to be answered concisely, in bullet-point format within the PowerPoint Presentation.

Because the class will be taught using a highly interactive approach, students are expected to be well prepared for each meeting, to have completed assigned readings, and to ask questions on the material they do not understand.  Since college students and graduate students are respected as independent learners, group supervision will expand on topics presented in the textbook and for providing other relevant information. All papers will be evaluated on appropriate grammar and spelling. Use a spell check before turning in your papers and proof read each paper carefully. 

Because this is a comprehensive course working to achieve all aspects of assessment, it may be difficult to cover all of the material in the book. Students are responsible for assigned material not covered in class. 
Reading of text, reserve materials and handouts. Various readings may be placed on reserve for your class in the Teaching Materials Center or Library. Feel free to make your own copies of the materials but do not mark on the copies, journals or books placed on reserve.

All course notes will be posted on CourseDen. Students are expected to make their own copies for following along or use with studying for exams. 

The professor reserves the right to alter or amend this syllabus and/or its policies/procedures at any time. Do not refer to this syllabus exclusively for APA format.  Organization and other correct formatting are to be found in the 6th edition of the APA manual. 


Writing Policy:  It is understood that the policy for research reports or papers for the College of Education is APA format (using the 6th edition of the manual).  The Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association (APA, 2009) is the point of reference for writing style. APA format is as important to the organization of a paper as clear and concise thoughts are to the content of the paper. Both are necessary for a graduate paper. Do not refer to this syllabus exclusively for APA format. Organization and other correct format are to be found in the 6th edition of the APA manual (see my guidelines attached).

All papers are to be submitted using APA format unless otherwise announced or noted in the syllabus. This includes margins, title page, page numbering, running head, headers, abstract, appropriate level headings, citations, direct quotations, references, spacing and all other aspects of the paper.  Please purchase the Manual for use with your papers – this is listed as a required text. The manual can be purchased in the bookstore (or elsewhere) at a minimum cost.

Pay particular attention to the early chapters in the manual for content, organization, and level headings.  Do not refer to this syllabus exclusively for APA format.  Organization and other correct formatting are to be found in the 6th edition of the APA manual. 

It is not an objective of this course to teach APA style.  Students are expected to learn this on their own if the style is not already integrated into their writing. Papers that do not adhere to the correct APA format will be returned to the student without being read. Points will be lost for APA errors.

While it is not an objective of this course to teach APA style, I am available during office hours to help with questions (Because I may be scheduled for individual consultations concerning the action research studies, appointments will be necessary to discuss APA format).  

Students are expected to learn APA on their own as part of the graduate school experience if the style is not already integrated into their writing. However by this time in your EdS program, it is expected that students will be familiar with APA format. Papers that do not utilize APA (6th edition) style will be returned unread. A penalty of up to 1 point per APA error may be assessed when errors remain.  Please review the guidelines for common APA errors provided. I hand these out for your use.
